Irish potatoes grown in Colorado, modification of the handling regulation for Area No. 2: Affirmation of interim final rule as final rule, published Aug. 4, 2009, effective Aug. 5, 2009
[TEXT]  
The Department of Agriculture adopts, as a final rule, without change, an interim final rule that modified the minimum size requirement under the Colorado potato marketing order, Area No. 2. For most long potato varieties, the interim final rule changed the minimum size requirement from 2 inches in diameter to 1-7/8 inches in diameter and removed the minimum weight requirement. The change is expected to improve the marketing of Colorado Area No. 2 potatoes while increasing returns to producers and potato supplies to consumers.


Onions grown in South Texas, decreased assessment rate: Interim final rule, published Aug. 4, 2009, effective Aug. 5, 2009, comments by Oct. 5, 2009
[TEXT]   

The Agricultural Marketing Service decreases the assessment rate for the South Texas Onion Committee for the 2009-10 and later fiscal periods from $0.03 to $0.025 per 50-pound equivalent of onions handled. The assessments are used to fund reasonable and necessary expenses of the program. The fiscal period begins Aug. 1 and ends July 31. The assessment rate remains in effect indefinitely unless modified, suspended or terminated.

The National Marine Fisheries Service prohibits directed fishing for Pacific ocean perch in the West Yakutat District of the Gulf of Alaska (GOA). This action is to prevent exceeding the 2009 total allowable catch of Pacific ocean perch in the West Yakutat District of the GOA.
International fisheries, western and central Pacific fisheries for highly migratory species, fishing restrictions and observer requirements in purse seine fisheries for 2009-2011: Final rule, published Aug. 4, 2009, effective date complex

[TEXT]
The National Marine Fisheries Service issues regulations for the Conservation and Management of Highly Migratory Fish Stocks in the Western and Central Pacific Ocean (WCPFC). Those decisions require that the members of the WCPFC, including the United States, take certain measures regarding their purse seine fisheries in the area of competence of the WCPFC, which includes most of the western and central Pacific Ocean. The regulations include limits on the number of days that may be fished, periods during which fishing may not be done on schools in association with fish aggregating devices, areas of high seas closed to fishing, requirements to retain tuna on board up to the first point of landing or transshipment, requirements to carry observers, and requirements to handle sea turtles in a specified manner. This action is to satisfy the United States’ international obligations under the Convention on the Conservation and Management of Highly Migratory Fish Stocks in the Western and Central Pacific Ocean.

Approval and promulgation of air quality implementation plans, West Virginia, Clean Air Interstate Rule: Final rule, published Aug. 4, 2009, effective Aug. 4, 2009
[TEXT]   
The Environmental Protection Agency approves a State Implementation Plan (SIP) revision submitted by the state of West Virginia. This revision establishes budget trading programs for nitrogen oxides (NOX) annual, NOx ozone season, and sulfur dioxides (SO2) annual emissions to address the requirements of the EPA's Clean Air Interstate Rule (CAIR), and recodifies and revises provisions pertaining to internal combustion engines and cement kilns subject to the NOX SIP Call. W.Va will meet its CAIR requirements by participating in the EPA-administered regional cap-and-trade program for NOX annual, NOX ozone season, and SO2 annual emissions. The EPA determines that the SIP revision fully implements the CAIR requirements for West Virginia. The EPA approves the SIP revision, as interpreted and clarified in this action, as fully implementing the CAIR requirements for W.Va. Consequently, this action also causes the CAIR Federal Implementation Plans (CAIR FIPs) regarding SO2, NOX annual, and NOX ozone season emissions by W.Va sources to be automatically withdrawn.

Dental devices, classification of dental amalgam, reclassification of dental mercury, designation of special controls for dental amalgam, mercury, and amalgam alloy: Final rule, published Aug. 4, 2009, effective Nov. 2, 2009
[TEXT]   

The Food and Drug Administration classifies dental amalgam into class II, reclassifying dental mercury from class I to class II, and designating a special control to support the class II classifications of these two devices, as well as the current class II classification of amalgam alloy. The three devices are now classified in a single regulation. The special control for the devices is a guidance document entitled, “Class II Special Controls Guidance Document: Dental Amalgam, Mercury, and Amalgam Alloy.” This action is to establish sufficient regulatory controls to provide reasonable assurance of the safety and effectiveness of these devices. The FDA announces the availability of the guidance document that serves as the special control for the devices in the Aug. 4, 2009 Federal Register.

The revisions were made primarily to support the 2009 US GAAP Taxonomy, the Schedule of Investments (SOI) Taxonomy and to communicate a change in the Filer Support hours to 9 a.m. to 5:30 p.m. The revisions to the Filer Manual reflect changes within Volume I entitled EDGAR Filer Manual, Volume I: “General Information,” Version 7 (July 2009) and Volume II entitled EDGAR Filer Manual, Volume II: “EDGAR Filing,” Version 12 (July 2009). The updated manual is incorporated by reference into the Code of Federal Regulations.

Treatment of services under Section 482, allocation of income and deductions from intangible property stewardship expense: Final regulations and removal of temporary regulations, published Aug. 4, 2009, effective July 31, 2009, applicable to taxable years beginning after July 31, 2009

The Internal Revenue Service issues final regulations that provide guidance regarding the treatment of controlled services transactions under Section 482 and the allocation of income from intangible property, in particular with respect to contributions by a controlled party to the value of intangible property owned by another controlled party. This action also contains final regulations that modify the regulations under Section 861 concerning stewardship expenses to be consistent with the changes made to the regulations under Section 482. These final regulations potentially affect controlled taxpayers within the meaning of Section 482. They provide updated guidance to reflect economic and legal developments since the issuance of the current guidance.
