Amendment to an exemption from the requirement of a tolerance, S–Abscisic Acid, (S)–5–(1–hydroxy–2,6,6–trimethyl–4–oxo–1–cyclohex–2–enyl)–3–methyl–penta–(2Z,4E)–dienoic Acid: Final rule, published March 12, 2010, effective March 12, 2010, objections and requests for hearings by May 11, 2010
[TEXT]  
The Environmental Protection Agency amends the current temporary exemption from the requirement of a tolerance for residues of the biochemical pesticide S-Abscisic Acid, to make it a permanent exemption from the requirement of a tolerance for residues of ABA in or on all food commodities when applied or used preharvest as a plant regulator. Valent Biosciences Corporation submitted a petition to the EPA under the Federal Food, Drug, and Cosmetic Act, requesting that the agency amend the existing temporary exemption from the requirement of a tolerance. This regulation eliminates the need to establish a maximum permissible level for residues of S-Abscisic Acid. A tolerance is the amount of a toxin legally allowed on produce.
Approval and promulgation of air quality implementation plans, Virginia, revision to Clean Air Interstate Rule Sulfur Dioxide Trading Program: Final rule, published March 12, 2010, effective April 12, 2010
[TEXT]  
The Environmental Protection Agency EPA is approves a State Implementation Plan revision submitted by the commonwealth of Virginia. The revision pertains to the timing for the first phase of the sulfur dioxide (SO2) trading budget under the commonwealth's approved regulations that implement the requirements of the Clean Air Interstate Rule. The EPA approves this revision to change the start date of Virginia's CAIR SO2 trading budget from the control period in 2009 to the control period in 2010.

Determination of attainment, approval and promulgation of air quality implementation plans, Indiana: Final rule, published March 12, 2010, effective April 12, 2010
[TEXT]  
The Environmental Protection Agency takes several related actions under the Clean Air Act affecting the Indiana part  of the Chicago-Gary-Lake County, Illinois-Indiana 1997 eight-hour ozone nonattainment area including: a determination that this area has attained the 1997 eight-hour ozone National Ambient Air Quality Standard; approval a request from the state of Indiana to exempt sources of Nitrogen Oxides in Lake and Porter Counties from the CAA Reasonably Available Control Technology requirements.

Injurious wildlife species, listing the boa constrictor, four python species, and four anaconda species as injurious reptiles: Proposed rule, availability of draft environmental assessment and draft economic analysis, published March 12, 2010, comments by May 11, 2010
[TEXT]  
The U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service proposes to amend its regulations to add Indian python, reticulated python, Northern African python, Southern African python, boa constrictor, yellow anaconda, DeSchauensee's anaconda, green anaconda, and Beni anaconda to the list of injurious reptiles. This listing would prohibit the importation of any live animal, gamete, viable egg, or hybrid of these nine constrictor snakes into the United States, except as specifically authorized. If the proposed rule is made final, live snakes, gametes, or hybrids of the nine species or their viable eggs could be imported only by permit for scientific, medical, educational, or zoological purposes, or without a permit by federal agencies solely for their own use. The proposed rule, if made final, would also prohibit any interstate transportation of live snakes, gametes, viable eggs, or hybrids of the nine species currently held in the United States. If the proposed rule is made final, interstate transportation could be authorized for scientific, medical, educational, or zoological purposes.

Iran; Continuation of National Emergency (Notice of March 10, 2010): Published March 12, 2010

President Obama has ordered the extension, for one yea,r of the national emergency declared on March 15, 1995, because the actions and policies of the Government of Iran continue to pose an unusual and extraordinary threat to the national security, foreign policy, and economy of the United States. Because the emergency declared by Executive Order 12957 constitutes an emergency separate from that declared on November 14, 1979, by Executive Order 12170, this renewal is distinct from the emergency renewal of November 2009.

Damage tolerance data for repairs and alterations: Final rule, technical amendment, published March 12, 2010, effective March 12, 2010
[TEXT]  
The Federal Aviation Administration makes minor technical changes to a final rule published in the Dec. 12, 2007 Federal Register. That final rule required holders of design approvals to make damage tolerance data for repairs and alterations to fatigue critical airplane structure available to operators. After issuing the final rule, the FAA determined that further changes were needed to clarify the applicability of certain provisions and the compliance time of another provision.

Fatigue tolerance evaluation of metallic structures: Notice of proposed rulemaking, published March 12, 2010, comments by June 10, 2010
[TEXT]  [PDF]
The Federal Aviation Administration proposes to amend the airworthiness standards for fatigue tolerance evaluation (FTE) of transport category rotorcraft metallic structures. This proposal would revise the FTE safety requirements to address advances in structural fatigue substantiation technology for metallic structures. This provides an increased level of safety by avoiding or reducing catastrophic fatigue failures of metallic structures. These increased safety requirements would help ensure that should serious accidental damage occur during manufacturing or within the operational life of the rotorcraft, the remaining structure could withstand, without failure, any fatigue loads that are likely to occur, until the damage is detected or the part is replaced. Besides improving the safety standards for FTE of all principal structural elements, the proposed amendment would be harmonized with international standards.

Tire fuel efficiency, meeting: Proposed rule, notice of public meeting, published March 12, 2010, public meeting information complex, comments by April 2, 2010
[TEXT]  
On June 22, 2009, the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration published a notice of proposed rulemaking (NPRM) proposing a new consumer information program for replacement tires (74 FR 29542). The Energy Independence and Security Act of 2007 (EISA) required the NHTSA to develop a national tire fuel efficiency rating system and consumer education program for replacement tires. The program would be to inform consumers about the effect of tires on fuel efficiency, safety and durability.

    Before the NPRM, the NHTSA conducted focus group studies on ratings. After the NPRM was issued, the NHTSA conducted an internet survey on what influences consumers' tire purchasing decisions and how best to convey the information in this new program to consumers.

    The NHTSA intends to conduct further consumer research, and invites interested parties to submit written comments and participate in a public meeting.
