After a 90-day review, the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service announces that the petition to list the Honduran emerald hummingbird (Amazilia luciae) as endangered under the Endangered Species Act provides substantial information indicating that listing this species may be warranted. The agency now begins a status review, and requests scientific and commercial data on the species. If listing is warranted, the agency will make a determination on critical habitat.
